2.  Reflect on the Process: Following the deliberations, 
complete a set of reflection prompts to demonstrate 
your ability to assess policy proposals, identify bias, 
and evaluate persuasive communication. Successfully 
completing the reflection prompts will earn you the 
Deliberative Dialogue Badge. 

3.  Earn the Advanced Badge by Becoming an Ambassador 
for Deliberation: Return to your school community and 
lead a conversation on an issue that matters to you (using 
a facilitation guide and resources provided by Close Up). 
Once you have submitted a reflection using the Close Up 
prompts, you will have successfully earned the Advanced 
Deliberative Dialogue Badge.  

Students who earn the Advanced Deliberative Dialogue Badge 
will gain access to the Close Up Civil Discourse Platform, including 
a verified learning record that you can share with colleges, 
universities, and employers.
